The Meeting was called to order at 7:30 PM by President Jeff Sammons.

Roll call of officers took place with President Sammons, Vice President Dennis Horner, Secretary Jan Koehler, Treasurer Robert Quaney, Website Administrator Eileen Duryee and Kansas NSCA Delegates Freida Lancaster, Jim Greenwood and Dennis Linden in attendance.  

Results of the voting for the 2010 State Sporting Clays Shoot being awarded to Smokey Valley, the 2010 Kansas State FITASC / 5-Stand Shoot going to Cedar Hill Gun Club.  Edward McNally, II was elected President, and Jake Neely was elected Treasurer.  The secretaries position was declined by the current secretary and the person with the next number of votes was Joy Nelson.  After a few minutes of thought she graciously agreed to accept the position.  It was also noted that Jason Puritan, will be leaving Kansas and he will no longer be able to fulfill the Publicity Directors position.  It was suggested that anyone interested in the position contact one of the board member and that they can take over the position.
Old Business:

State Shoot Payouts were discussed.  Their had been problems with added monies during the 2008 Flint Oaks State Sporting event payouts.  The $500.00 added money that Flint Oak’s had donated was split between the High Overall Shooter and the Runner Up.  They did not end up receiving any of the Kansas State Monies, and received less than the Master Class 1st – 4th place shooters.

With that in consideration Greg Bramlage made a motion to state that any added money as well as state association monies should stay within the state payouts.

Larry Taylor seconded the motion and the motion passed unamously.  It was noted that the 2010 State Shoots have already been awarded, and that that stipulation would not apply to them.  A motion to reopen discussion was made by Dennis Linden and seconded by Rich Miller to reopen discussion regarding added monies for a shoot.  Motion Carried.  After some discussion Greg Bramlage agreed to resend his motion, and it was seconded by __________.  Motion passed,  Spencer Tomb made another motion regarding this topic, and it died due to a lack of a second.  After more discussion Spencer Tomb again made a motion stating that added monies that a club adds to a shoot should be handled as it is published in their shoot information and that all state money will stay in class, ire regardless of high overall and runner up monies, that a club would add to get out of state shooters to attend their shoots.  This motion was seconded by Bernie Trompeter and passed.
